Mark DeLaine (Chairman of Opus) has introduced this segment of the Oracle to provide you (our members) with information on 
what your committee is working towards, and has been working on, since taking office in November last year. This will be a 
regular segment in the Oracle providing you with the latest updates on Opus's progress. So, what has the committee done in 
the last four months or so?  
 
* Introduced a Member's Pack: In a first for Opus, when you become a member you're sent an information pack which 
contains a letter from the Chairman welcoming you to Opus, a letter describing the benefits of being a member, a copy of our 
up-to-date Constitution and your personalised membership card that you use to receive your member benefits. 

* James & the Giant Peach: January's children's production was very well received by audiences, and it proved to be a huge 

success both artistically and financially. 

* Opus Information Flyer: Currently in the final stages of production, this flyer will be distributed to the public informing them of 
who Opus Performing Arts Community is, detailing our calendar of events, and inviting people to become members. 

* Council Grants: The committee is currently investigating any council grants that may be available. 

* Storage facilities: The committee is all too aware of the issue with storing Opus's costumes, props and set pieces. Hopgood 

Theatre has been very patient allowing the storage of bigger items in the scene dock, and some members have been very 
helpful allowing Opus items to be kept at their homes. The committee is working on options for further storage where we can 
house all Opus props, sets and costumes in the one location, allowing for a more streamlined and accessible approach. 

* Forging new alliances: The committee has contacted some other like-minded groups in the southern area that use Hopgood 

Theatre to forge new alliances and draw on shared resources. 

* Stronger relationship with Hopgood Theatre: In recent months, Mark DeLaine has personally worked towards developing a 
stronger relationship between Opus and Hopgood Theatre staff. Other Opus members play a vital role in the relationship by 
volunteering their time to help Hopgood Theatre and Country Arts SA. The support and help Opus members provided for the 
Flood Relief Concert in February was a major step in developing this relationship further. 

* Sunday Afternoon Tea: Reacting to member concerns, the committee has introducing a new opportunity for members to 
socialise. Introducing "Sunday Soirées" - a time members can come together for a social chit-chat and to talk with board 
members about the activities of the Association. See the advertisement in this Oracle for the time, date and venue of our first 
"Sunday Soiree". 

* 2011/2012 Productions: Focus has turned towards the rest of the year and 2012 now. You will notice in this issue of the 
Oracle, auditions for the remaining two Opus productions are advertised, as well as a request for our members to become 
involved in these shows in any way they can. The committee is now accepting submissions for its 2012 programme. It is 
anticipated that the entire 2012 calendar of events will be decided by June 30. 

* Portfolios: Introduced to the Constitution at the last Annual General Meeting, numerous portfolios are being developed and 
distributed to each committee member. The various portfolios are being created to provide each person on the committee with 
formal documentation of the key responsibilities expected of them in the role they take on. The committee has taken this idea 
one step further, and is currently putting together similar documentation for roles within production teams of individual Opus 
shows. 

* Audition and Casting Policies and Procedures: The experiences gained from those on the committee who have auditioned 
for other theatre companies have illustrated the importance of employing a consistent and transparent audition process. Opus 
audition procedures are currently being reviewed and formalised before being made available to the general public.  

* Strengthening relationships among SA theatre community:  Several members of Opus have been playing vital roles in 
the success of other amateur theatre companies around Adelaide. This commitment to the development of theatre in SA has 
already proven to benefit Opus by means of reciprocal arrangements with other non-professional theatre groups.
